History of the Foundation

The PSIA-AASI W Education Foundation was incorporated in 1993 and accepted as a 501 (C)(3)
by the IRS in 1995. The early organizing committee included Greg Felsch, Blaine Lomen, and
Katherine Hayes Rodriguez. The main goal of the Foundation included raising funds to help
cover costs. These costs included producing publications, such as the Division newsletter and
exam manuals, and events such as Convention and Fall Rally. One of the early
accomplishments of the Foundation was the production and distribution of our first regional
document, the Master Plan, in the mid-1990s to the membership for free.

The Foundation continues to support the mission of the PSIA-AASI Western Division by helping
fund Educational Events, training of our Education Staff, and sending our top educators to the
National Fall Conference. We plan to support the professional development of individual
members through scholarships.
